What it is and why it can be fun to participate

Last year over 4600 teams from all 50 states in the US and 32 countries participated. The challenges posed during the preparation for and participation in these contests are unique and different from what students may encounter during regular school work. What it is NOT 

· It is not a Math Club

· It is not a Recreational activity

· It is not Math Tutoring 

Why you may NOT want to participate 

· If your child is not strong in mathematics.

· If you are not sure that you will be able to attend every practice session and every contest.

The Math Olympiad is not ideal for everyone. It may turn out to be frustrating for some children. It is possible that students can be dropped from the team at the discretion of the Team Manager based on poor attendance or lack of effort. If that happens it can turn out to be a waste of your time and energy which can be better channeled in a different activity. Please consider joining this team carefully. We do not want this to be a negative experience for anyone.
